Please join us for a very special event as we welcome Marion Blumenthal Lazan,  
 lecturer and Holocaust Survivor, to the Temple on Wednesday, September 24. Children are invited to 
attend, but those 12 and under must be accompanied by a parent. Ms. Lazan speaks with understand-

ing and poignancy to young people. You will be giving your children a gift by bringing them to hear 
from Ms. Lazan. This will be the last generation to hear first hand accounts of the Holocaust.  

The evening will begin at 6pm with an Italian dinner provided by the Olive Garden. The cost for the 
meatless pasta with your choice of sauces, salad, breadsticks and tea is $10 per person.  

There will be childcare available for $10 per child provided by our ECEC.

Ms. Lazan will be speaking at 7pm. There is no cost to attend this lecture. Please spread the word.

Ms. Lazan began speaking publicly about her Holocaust experiences in 1979; her memoir, Four Perfect 
Pebbles was published in 1996. Upwards of one million students and adults in schools, organizations 
and houses of worship in over 30 states, Germany and Israel have personally heard her messages of 

tolerance and respect.  

Ms. Lazan gives a moving, first hand account of the Blumenthal family's life from events preceding 
Kristallnacht, to imprisonment in Nazi concentration camps, and finally to liberation. She asks her audi-

ences to be tolerant of others and not stereotype individuals based on religious belief, color, race or

In an endeavor to strengthen our Jewish Community we must take care of our individuals and 

families in times of need.  We should not be so blind to see that, while we concentrate on the elderly, diffi-

cult situations arise in young families as well. 

The economy has placed a devastating effect on everyone.  Jobs are not secure and patients are 

discharged from hospitals early. There are a growing number of homebound, and for them transportation 

to doctors, shopping or schul is difficult or impossible. A friendly call or a nutritious meal may be all that 

is needed for some congregants. 

ñChesedò means kindness.  Several years ago Rabbi Wilson initiated an ElderReach/Chesed Con-

nection   program, similar to many synagogues around the country. Other synagogues have benefited by 

creating such a care and support system, by deepened loyalties among members, and strengthening 

friendships with old members and attracting new members.  Let us all accept this challenge to reach out 

with chesed.
